Restaurants are closed during the
day and smoking and drinking in public is forbidden
between dawn and dusk, although discreet provisions
are made for guests in most hotels. Many shops are
closed for a day or two during the Eid holidays. Eid 
al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha last from two to 7 days depending 
largely on what day of the week Eid begins.
