Many restaurants are
closed during the day and there may be restrictions on smoking and drinking. Some disruption may
continue into Eid al-Fitr itself. Eid al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha may last anything from two to 10 days,
depending on the region. If a holiday falls on a Friday, a day is given in lieu.
